From obs:

While skiing down 'Fat Maid' | triggered a shallow wind slab, after | was about 3/4ths of the way down the
couloir. The slide broke to my left as | entered awider section of the run, that holds a small perched bowl feature
(which iswhat ripped out). The slide didn't propagate out into the main couloir, so the debris never impacted me.
Evenif it had, | don't think it would've been big enough to knock myself or any other skier off their feet. The



slide was about 1/2 the width of the couloir and ran out to about 3/4ths of the apron's length (R2 D17?). The
crown was 1-3" deep and maybe 30-40" wide.
